I am scheduled for the next round to begin Wednesday, January 27 at the usual spot at the Cancer Center on the 3rd floor.  Here are the times;  Wednesday:   1:00 to 4:oo or so,   Thursday: 11:00 to 1:00 or so,    Friday:  Same as yesterday.     .

Since that last chemo I was scheduled to have my feeding tube replaced last Thursday.   Originally this was to have been done the week before, but the right part did not come in.  This feeding tube has been having some leaking problems for some time now.   At any rate, we spent almost 6 hours getting it replaced, got home and found that it was leaking worse that ever before.   Back to the hospital and thank heavens before they all left, and it was decided that another replacement was probably not going to do that much good for very log.   End of story is that I now do not have a feeding tube any more and am having to get used to doing all my own eating and swallowing.   It will be an uphill battle for a while, foods do not taste the same anymore, if they taste at all.   In the long run, a good thing.
