a. Lin Quinkert

General update from HHS – Steve Lazarus stated in a presentation at a conference today that he had talked with the Deputy Secretary this morning. Status is: Everything with HIPAA is on the shelf until the changes to the Privacy rule are in place. These changes are due out this month and are expected to take effect as ‘final’ in March.   (Remember that ‘Final’ rules can be changed once every 12 months and by issuing a change now that would be effect by March 2002 that would still be a year before the compliance date and supposedly allow time to implement). Final Security rule is not expected until the 2nd or 3rd quarter.  EIN and others are expected to be finished around the same time as Security.

Office of Civil Rights has begun to receive complaints from citizens on privacy.  No specifics on type complaints.
