1) Add the following to localprefs.js.  This will specify the country code you want to use.

2) Add this code to loader.js:

add this code after the loadSearches(); command in section 1.  (Just before sec. 2.)

// Load International searches from search directory

loadIntSearches();

add this function code at the end of the loader.js file:

3) Make an “intsearches” folder in the “Quick Search Deskbar” folder and copy all of the international searches there.  International searches are characterized by name.cc.xml filename where cc is the search’s country code.

4) Remove the matching searches from the “searches” folder to be sure they are not installed twice.  For example, remove yh.xml from searches if yh.us.xml is installed.
