MATANZAS AND ITS UNIVERSITY

The University of Matanzas was founded in 1972. It is located in the outskirts of Matanzas, the capital city of the province with the same name. The city of Matanzas is situated in the northwest part of the country, a hundred kilometers away from the city of Havana and about 25 kilometers from the world-wide known Varadero beach, the most relevant tourist resort in Cuba.

The city of Matanzas could be reached through the International Airports in Varadero and Havana. There are Expressways that connect both cities with Matanzas.

The foundation of the city dates back to October 12, l693 with the name of "Villa de San Carlos y San Severino de Matanzas".

Known by many as "The City of Many Bridges and Rivers", Matanzas cradels a rich cultural tradition and beautiful landscapes. Its hights and plains, the fertility of its soils, the famous Yumuri slope mouth and its exclusive flora and fauna, turn it to be one of the most attractive places in Cuba.
