The successful applicant will also be expected to develop an active research
programme that involves student engagement as well as competing for external research funding. The
successful candidate will be expected to commence duties on or before 1% July 2018. Salary, benefits, and
leave policies will be competitive with those at an international level. Yale-NUS College is committed to
supporting faculty research through start-up grants, travel allowances, research support and institutional
assistance with proposal preparation and administration of external grant funding.

Applications should consist of the following: a cover letter explaining why the position at Yale-NUS is of
interest; a full curriculum vitae, including a complete list of publications; statements on research interests,
teaching experience, and teaching philosophy, including how these might fit with the College’s particular
mission and curriculum; and the names and contact information of three academic referees. These should
be submitted via https://academicjobsonline.org/ajo/YaleNUS .
