- Call for lectures -
Dear colleagues, 

All of you are aware of the earthquake that on April 6th has devastated the city of L’Aquila and its surroundings. We are now looking at the (near) future to turn out this bad event into an occasion to build a better university in a better city.

In order to achieve this goal we need your help.
We intend to open (even more than before) our local community to computer scientists (working in academies, research centers, industrial R/D departments) that can provide to our graduate students, in the next academic year, teaching modules (that can be short courses, cycles of seminars, tutorials, etc.) on advanced topics in Computer Science. Such modules will be scheduled as part of our graduate students’ curricula. The areas of our major interest (even if not limited to) are: Algorithms, Artificial Intelligence, Computer Networks, Formal Methods, Logic Programming, Model-Driven Engineering, Operations Research, Software Engineering. 
In this way your skills and experience can become fruitful seeds to raise an excellent generation of computer scientists in L’Aquila, which is the main direction that we envision for our area rebirth. Moreover this initiative can represent an occasion for future collaborations in research or educational projects. 
At the moment, we can guarantee a limited economical contribution, but we will make our best effort to exploit all available channels to cover your expenses (such as Erasmus agreements for European lecturers and national/international funding for academic cooperation). Of course we more than welcome self-supported initiatives.
This is a continuous call, so you have the possibility to apply all over next academic year. However, on the basis of our semester schedule, we would prefer applications by the following two deadlines: August 31st 2009 (for First Semester: October 2009 - January 2010), January 31st 2010 (for Second Semester: March 2010 - June 2010).

To reply to this call you have to send an email to: vittorio.cortellessa@univaq.it with the following subject: “Call for lectures”. In your email you have to specify (for each module) at least: Name, Affiliation, Title of Module, Area of interest (among the ones listed above), Duration of Module (in hours), Preferred semester, Up to 3 periods (within the preferred semester time specified above) to give the lectures. A short syllabus with audience pre-requisites will be also suitable. 
Obviously due to the restrictions consequent to the earthquake, we cannot guarantee that all proposals will be accepted. We will examine the applications after the above deadline and will send to all of you a proposed schedule of the courses selected.
