First Thing is to prevent SuSEconfig from generating the mail files and then allow remote smtp connections.

In file /etc/sysconfig/mail -

Second Thing

In /etc/sysconfig/postfix  -

I'd read through it carefully and set only somethings.  I tend to edit the /etc/postfix/main.cf file more.

1. Play around in the /etc/sysconfig folder there are a lot of global settings.  Remember if you don't use SuSEconfig then disable that setting if you want to then don't disable it.

2. Since there are several different things that you can do with a mail server I'd recommend a lot of reading.  One of the areas that I'm working on learning better is the smtp auth, dealing with spam, and some other things.

3. As far as you ssl/tls stuff it is a rfc standard to only allow ssl/tls so suse by default only allows that.  I have had to recompile from source if I wanted to do anything different.  Here is a doc for you - /usr/share/doc/packages/imap/README.SuSE .   

4. The /usr/share/doc/packages/  -   is a good resources for suse specific stuff.  I've used it on several occasions.

6. I hope this helps.  Since there are soooo many ways to make a email server it's hard to give exact instructions.  Hence sometimes the RTFM comments.  That and you have to work for the knowledge with friendly help.
