The crimes hereinafter set out 
are punishable as crimes under 
international law: 
 
 

VI 

 (a) Crimes against peace:  

(i)  planning, 
preparation, initiation 
or waging of a war of 
aggression, or  a war in 
violation of international 
treaties, agreements or 
assurances, 

(ii) or participation in a   
common plan or conspiracy 
for the accomplishment of 
any of the of the acts 
mentioned under (i) 

Leaders, organizers, 
instigators and accomplices 
participating in the formulation 
or execution of a common plan 
or conspiracy to commit any of 
the foregoing crimes are 
responsible for all acts 
performed by any persons 
in execution of such plan.
